The summit prominently featured discussions on the concerns of the Global South, including food security, climal
change, and sustainable development goals (SDGs). The G20 Leaders’ Declaration emphasized the need for collectiv
action to address these issues, reflecting a commitment to inclusive and equitable growth.

Good education and equal distribution of rights and
knowledge has always been the need of the hour for the
development of the country as a whole and its youth since
ages.

The National Education Policy 2020 also is one of those
hopeful actions taken by the government of India released
under Government of India's Ministry of Human Resource
development on 30th July, 2020. The policy aims to
transform the Indian education system by making it more
inclusive, flexible,and relevant to the changing needs of
the society with its unique motto 'Educate, Encourage, and
Enlighten' because there are no such ways other than its
educated youth by which the country can grow . The NEP
2020 is founded on the five guiding pillars of Access,
Equity, Quality, Affordability and Accountability and is an
outcome based and student centric Indian education
system. The 'access' in its pillars signifies the equal
accessibility of education and material devoid of one's
social, financial and economic background as said by Dr.
Kalam that

" All of us do not have equal talent. But, all of us have an
equal opportunity to develop our talents ".

While the word 'equity' means recognizing that we do not
all start from the same place and must acknowledge and
make adjustments to imbalances ; that is to say giving the
less privileged the basic platform to stand as an equivalent
to all the other students of the group. Whereas the word
'quality’ here used refers to the access of well educated and
experienced teachers and instructors which is one of the
main focuses of the policy too. The policy focuses on
teacher development and training as it emphasises the
need for continuous professional development for the
teachers to enhance their knowledge, skills, and teaching
abilities. The policy also proposes to create a National

mission on mentoring under which

the teachers would be provided mentorship and support to
promote a culture of collaboration and continuous
learning.

This policy not only aims to educate its youth but also is an
attempt to declutter Indian minds of the fake supremacy of
foreign countries and lifestyle while also introduces them
to the diversity and power of one's own country. It tends to
break the preconceived notions due to teaching and
learning and will create more job opportunities and by the
by will also correct the world on its prejudiced and

preconceived notions of "India: a place of
snakecharmers".

Nep 2020 is a multidisciplinary approach to not only make
education accessible and compulsory for its youth, but
also promotes the use of local languages as a medium of
instruction in schools to ensure the students are
comfortable and are able to understand what is being
taught. The National Education Policy 2023 too has
emphasised the use of mother tongue or local language as
the medium of instruction. However Sanskrit and foreign
languages will also be given emphasis. The Policy
recommends that all students will learn three languages in
their school under the 'formula' from which at least two
should be native to India. It also states that no language
will be imposed on the students and only the languages
known to the students shall be focused on. It is based on
the self sufficiency of the student itself and is not
dependent on government jobs for starting their own
business. The policy aims to create equality through the
ways of equity of education by breaking the standards of
society talked about by P. B Shelley as "To him that hath,
more shall be given; and from him that hath not, the little
that he hath shall be taken away" and tries to solve the
problem from its grassroot (very basic) level and rightly

signifies it's slogan " Padhega India tabhi to Badhega
India".

They lead to market instability and thereby
make it difficult for companies to plan a budget for the long-term.

e Rising Geopolitical Rifts: The global economy is having trouble coping with rising geopolitical rifts like the confligf
between the world's two largest economies, the US and China, or the drop in trade between the UK and the euro areg
following the Brexit vote. |

e Slow Down Of Major Economies: China, one of the main drivers of global economy, is currently experiencing a severe
slowdown as aresult of its ongoing real estate crisis.

e Expected Recession: While some of the world's largest economies, including the US and the UK, are expected to

experience a recession, others, like countries in the euro area, are more likely to experience a slowdown or even 3
standstill.

e Persistent High Inflation: Consistently rising inflation, which is reaching historic highs in a number of countries, has
reduced purchasing power globally, slowing down economic growth.

e Impact of Russia's Invasion of Ukraine: In addition to greatly increasing geopolitical ambiguity, Russia's invasion of
Ukraine has also significantly increased worldwide inflation. The associated Western sanctions have made the situation
worse.

e Impact of Rising Inflation: Central banks around the world have hiked interest rates in response to the high inflation,
which has further slowed down economic activity.

The group of twenty (G20), a collection of twenty of the world's largest economies formed in 1999, was conceived
as a bloc that would bring together the most important industrialized and developing economies to discuss
international economic and financial stability. Its annual summit, a gathering of G20 leader that debuted in 2008, has
evolved into a major forum for discussing economies as well as other pressing global issues.

The G20 summit is a groundbreaking emergence benefiting the economy globally. It has influenced the finance
around the world at varied levels:-

Together, the G20 accounts for more than 80% of global economic output 75% of global trade, and 60% of the
world's population.

¢ With the G20, you have leaders from both developed and emerging economies together on the same platform,

representing a vastly broader range of viewpoints. The G20 has important mechanisms for international
economic cooperation.

Sometimes, however, achieving consensus has proven difficult for countries with such diverse backgrounds. A

The 18th G20 Summit of 2023 recently concluded in New Delhi, India, marking the first-ever G20 summit
hosted by the country. The summit's theme, "Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam" or "One Earth, One Family, One
Future" is rooted in ancient Sanskrit texts and the goal of sustainable development.

India was successfully able to achieve consensus around the New Delhi Declaration early on in the G20
Summit, which saw a dilution in the position taken by the U.S. and EU on Russia, besides focus on UN
Sustainable Development Goals, climate action and green development initiatives, multilateral financing,
digital publicinfrastructure, artificial intelligence (Al), and international taxation, among others.
